Some of her professors included Arthur Lismer,
J.E.H. Macbonald, Emanuel Hahn and Yvonne McKague Housser.

A fearless artist and teacher, McCarthy has been recognized for
her continuing contribution to Canada's artistic community as
the recipient of The Order of Canada; The Crder of Ontario; five
Honorary Doctorates and an Honorary Fellowship from OCAD. In
1999, McCarthy was named the first Artist of Honour at the
McMichael Canadian Art Collection,
